Do not share input power with other equipment or machines.
Do not exposure to sunlight or heat.

Do not install where it is wet or humid.

Installation Method

1. Input Power: Make sure the voltage of input power supply is consistent
with that of the time recorder.

2. Wall Mounting
Make sure 2 screws are 80 mm parallely separate apart from each other to
ensure proper wall mounting.  Please refer to the meter.
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3. External Bell
Break through the gap at the right corner on the back of time recorder, and
connect the wires from JP8 on the PC Board to external bell or speaker.
Make sure the vollage of bell or speaker conforms to that of time recorder.

# In order to proteet the time recorder from external bell surge. MEF
capacitor is connected as the diagram below. Il the user wish 1o change
the voltage of transformer, make sure the specification of MEF conforms to
that of transformer.

MEF: 110V use (224K / 250V)
220V use (334K / 400V)
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# Setting Switch: Push down the switch to program; when programming
is completed, push it back for Usage Mode.
